The examination(s) shall be at the expense of the BBC unless
errors to the disadvantage of the BBC exceeding ten per cent (10%) of the amount actually reported (subject to a
minimum of £2,000 error across an annual reporting period) shall be disclosed, in which case the cost of such
examination shall be paid by the Producer;
